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CLIENT TERMINATION

1. Criteria:

a) The family school liaison counsellor recommends termination in cooperation with the family and the teacher.

b) The child/family decline continuation of services.

c) The child/family is referred to another agency.  Continuing family school liaison counsellor involvement will be determined in consultation with the family and receiving agency.

2. Process:


a) The family school liaison counsellor will review individual progress. Assessment tools are optional.

b) A year-end termination letter will be provided to parents/guardians on the caseload.  Parents/guardians will be notified as to their option of continuing counselling next school year and thus their opportunity to re-refer. Students age 16 years or older may access counselling without parent/guardian permission.

c) Correspondence will be placed in each student's cumulative file indicating termination.

d) In cooperation with families, consultation to receiving school personnel may be initiated to facilitate transition planning.
