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ROLE OF THE FAMILY SCHOOL LIAISON COUNSELLOR

The family school liaison counsellor works within the school environment to support children experiencing emotional and/or behaviour problems and their families. The counsellor has a pivotal role to play:

1. Providing individual counselling to children;

2. Acting as a resource person by providing liaison between the families, the school system and/or other community agencies in order to assist identified children;

3. Providing education and prevention programming to students and families to enhance their coping skills and to effect environmental change.

The role of the family school liaison counsellor is to utilize a pro-active approach to assisting students and their families in managing difficult issues. In crises situations, the family school liaison counsellor may be a member of the responding school-based team.
